The Danube Democracy Rally is a unique chance for all of
this. The three member states of the EU, Austria, Slovakia
and Hungary, all have some forms of direct democracy
within their constitutions. Interestingly enough, it is
especially the two new members - Slovakia and Hungary -
that have much stronger direct-democratic instruments at
their disposal than Austria. They belong to the small
number of EU states (six), which have constitutionally
regulated and binding citizen’s initiatives that lead to
binding referendums. After the communist era people
decided to go beyond purely representative democracy in
their constitutional design. But does the legal design of
direct democracy really work? If not, what are the reasons?
How is the culture of a democratic society connected to its
democratic procedural law?

We have put much effort into the preparation of the tour.
Many people are already involved and are keeping their
fingers crossed for the success of the Danube Democracy
Rally. We will visit three important capitals, known for their
beauty and cultural heritage. The Democracy International
crew wishes you a wonderful tour!
